Misconceptions

ÂVictim or police need to contact suspect 
and tell him/her to stop their behavior,

ÂThere must be 50 or more contacts 
before police get involved,

ÂThere must be written documentation 
by victim before charges are possible,

ÂCriminal Harassment not possible if 
victim is living with suspect.



Misconceptions

Â If victim has ever contacted suspect 
during period in question, Criminal 
Harassment not possible;

Â If the victim is not concerned for their 
physical safety, itôs not Criminal 
Harassment.



CRIMINAL HARASSMENT
SECTION 264(1) CRIMINAL CODE

(1) NO PERSON SHALL, WITHOUT LAWFUL
AUTHORITY & KNOWING THAT ANOTHER 
PERSON IS HARASSED OR RECKLESSLY AS TO
WHETHER THE OTHER PERSON IS HARASSED,
ENGAGE IN CONDUCT REFERRED TO IN SUB -
SECTION 2.

THAT CAUSES THAT OTHER PERSON
REASONABLY, IN ALL THE CIRCUMSTANCES, TO
FEAR FOR THEIR SAFETY OR THE SAFETY OF
ANYONE KNOWN TO THEM .
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PROHIBITED CONDUCT
264(2) CRIMINAL CODE

(a)     REPEATEDLY FOLLOWING FROM 
PLACE TO PLACE THE OTHER 
PERSON OR ANYONE KNOWN TO 
THEM;

(b) REPEATEDLY COMMUNICATING
WITH, EITHER DIRECTLY OR 
INDIRECTLY, THE OTHER PERSON 
OR ANYONE KNOWN TO THEM;



PROHIBITED CONTACT

(c) BESETTING OR WATCHING THE 
DWELLING -HOUSE, OR PLACE 
WHERE THE OTHER PERSON, OR 
ANYONE KNOWN TO THEM, 
RESIDES, WORKS, CARRIES ON 
BUSINESS OR HAPPENS TO BE; or

(d) ENGAGES IN THREATENING     
CONDUCT DIRECTED AT THE OTHER 
PERSON OR MEMBER OF THEIR 
FAMILY.
